About the site

The Komakino Stone Circle is a ritual site that centers
on a stone circle located on a plateau extending at
the western foothills of the Hakkoda Mountains. The
stone circle consists of three rings surrounded by
stones that partly form a fourth ring. The whole area
is 55 meters in diameter. Large numbers of ritual
implements, including triangular stone plates, have
been unearthed.

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The stone circle of the Komakino Site, with a diameter of
55 meters, is a large monument that must have required
a concentration of a great amount of labor to construct.
The center ring has a diameter of 2.5 meters, surrounded
by another ring of 29 meters in diameter and a third
ring of 35 meters in diameter. Along with these three
complete rings, part of a fourth ring has been found in
the form of an arch outside the outermost ring, as well
as small stone circles of about 4 meters in diameter also
placed around the outermost ring.
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The outer two rings of the stone circle were made by
placing oval stones vertically at intervals. In between
these vertical stones, more stones were placed
horizontally, This method of arrangement is very rare, not
just for Aomori; but for the whole of Japan, and has been
called the 'Komakino-style' of stone arrangement.

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Before the stone circle was made, the area was on a
gentle slope, so the Jomon people leveled off the higher
end of the slope (1) and used the soil to fill the lower
end (2). Afterwards the stones were carried from the
river, and arranged as in (3). The stones formed a three-
dimensional structure because it was built on the land
of different elevations resulting from the partial leveling
off and filling work. Furthermore, it was discovered that
further land-filling and stone arrangement had continued
over a long period of time.

In addition to the stone circle, the excavations revealed
the remains of structures necessary for everyday life, such
as pit dwellings, storage pits and dumping grounds, spring
water structural remains as well as those necessary for
burial, including pit graves and earthenware burial coffins.
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Apart from pottery and stone implements used in everyday
life, artifacts of ceremonial character, such as clay figurines
and triangular stone plates, have also been unearthed
around the graves adjacent to the stone circle and the
dumping grounds.

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These excavated artifacts are on display in the “ormon no Manabiya
Komakino Kan', Aomori City Komakino Site Preservation Museum.
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In 2012, Nozawa Elementary School, located just 1.5km
from the Komakino Stone Circle, was closed down. The
former school building is now under renovation. It will
function as a center for providing information, displaying
exhibts and storing artifacts excavated from the nearby
archaeological site.

At the Komakino Stone Circle, works have been done
for the protection of the archaeological remains such as
stone circles, for good landscape development, and for
conservation and utilization. From the viewing spot in the
archaeological site, stone circles are visible with Mutsu Bay
in the background. Also, there are archaeological sites of
dwellings and graves.

Kanita, Sotogahama Town, Aomori Prefecture

The Odai Yamamoto Site dates from soon after the beginning of the
Jomon period and attests to a change from mobile to sedentary
ways of life. Pots and stone arrowheads have been unearthed along
with stone tools showing the same characteristics as artifacts of
the preceding Paleolithic period. These pots date back more than
15,000 years, making them the earliest known pottery in Northeast
Asia.

These finds attest to the fishing oriented
livelihood that was pursued to adapt to environmental changes
such as marine transgressions and regressions.

The Kakinoshima Site is a settlement site on a terrace overlooking
the Pacific Ocean. In the settlement, an area of pit dwellings is set
apart from a burial area. Some graves have yielded clay tablets
imprinted with children’ s footprints that were used as burial
goods, attesting to the burial customs and spiritual culture unique
to this area.

The Tagoyano Site is a settlement site accompanied by shell
mounds facing what used to be Paleo Lake Jusanko, which
appeared during a marine transgression. The shell mounds have
ylelded large numbers of items including shells from Japanese
basket clams and other shellfishes, and implements made from
the bones of whales and dolphins, as well as unfinished bracelets
made of dog cockle shells.

It was found that the lower layers of the shell
mounds contain the shells of saltwater shellfishes and the upper
layers contain those of brackish shellfishes. These finds illustrate
how people lived in adaptation to environmental changes caused by
marine transgressions and regressions.

Massive
amounts of pots and stone tools have been excavated, as have
been animal and plant remains, more than 2,000 clay figurines (the
largest number recorded at any site in Japan) and other artifacts.
These finds illustrate a livelihood and rituals and ceremonies
performed at that time.

From the site, pots, stone tools, clay figurines, animal bones, nuts
and other items have been unearthed, illustrating a livelihood and
spiritual culture of a river area.

The central figure in the logo represents Jomon
pottery as well as the map of northern Japan; the
vortex representing the 7sugaru strait symbolizes the
powerfulness of Jomon culture. The color is that of
pottery and lacquerware characteristic of this culture.
Darker areas mark the locations of the 17 Jomon sites.
The two Chinese characters signify Jomon (literally, “cord
pattern” ); “JOMON JAPAN" , short for the Jomon culture

of Japan, is also a reminder that natural lacquer known
today as japan in English dates back to this period.
